Thank you for applying to become a CWNE. This completed application will serve as your submission
of your credentials to CWNP for this certification.

The CWNE application should not be regarded casually. The application process is designed to grant
CWNE status to those that have demonstrated wireless expertise in the enterprise. Passing the exams
alone is not enough to earn the CWNE credential. The application process is subjective, and there is no
guarantee that by submitting the application you will be approved. If a candidate has the relevant work
experience using enterprise class WLAN equipment, can document that experience and have it verified,
the candidate has an excellent chance of being approved. Applications with missing or poorly
documented information will not be considered.

The requirements for the CWNE certification are:

= Exams: Candidate must pass PW0-100/PWO0-104, PW0-200/PW0-204, and PW0-300 exams.

o Candidates must first submit the completed CWNE application prior to taking exam
PWO0-300. Upon approval of the candidate’s application, the candidate will receive an
exam voucher for PW0-300.

* Experience: A minimum of 2 years of verifiable, documented, full-time professional work
experience with enterprise WLANSs. This experience may include pre- or post-sales engineering,
consulting or support services, or instructing experience in:

o  WLAN Administration

o  WLAN Security

o  WLAN Protocol Analysis

o  WLAN Design and Implementation

o WLAN Voice or Locationing (or other advanced applications)

* Recommendations: Three letters of endorsement from people familiar with your work history.
All references will be verified and asked to provide specific information about you and your
experience. Please notify your references that they will be contacted shortly after our receipt of
your application. If your references are available for verification, your application will be
processed faster.

e Documented, Verifiable Wi-Fi Implementation: 1000+ word detailed description of a Wi-Fi
implementation in which you have played a significant role. Describe your role, the tasks you
performed, the problems you encountered, the goal of the implementation, and the Wi-Fi
hardware and software used. Please provide supporting documentation (e.g. site survey, floor
plan, network topology map, etc.). If the supporting documentation cannot reasonably be
submitted electronically, other arrangements can be made. Please be available to answer
questions about your implementation via email in a reasonable amount of time as your answers
will be considered part of your application. Your role in this project must be verifiable by a
manager, peer, or customer, and that person’s contact information must be provided.

e Achievements: A minimum of 60 points in the following CWNE Points Schedule.

e Continuing Education: The CWNE Continuing Education program is a points-driven system
much like the CWNE application process.

Applicants who are not approved will be told why, and are encouraged to reapply after addressing any
deficiencies in their application. Candidates may reapply 6 months from the date of approval/disapproval
notification with the notable exception of those candidates who are in violation of the CWNP Candidate
Conduct Policy.
